It has been sometime since we have all been together to
discuss our roles within ETCO. I hope that in the lead
up to ETCO 2007 in Prague we can all spend some time
thinking about ways in which we can develop them
As members of ETCO and having agreed to be NKM’s
for our countries we should be willing to promote the
organisation and work alongside the organisation to the
benefit of our donation and transplantation pro-
grammes.

Overview of Organ Donation and Transplantation in
the United Kingdom by Andrew Broderick, NKM for
UK and Chair of NKM Committee 

13th April 2007

Donation and transplantation in the UK is governed by
the Department of Health via UK Transplant.
All donors both Live and Deceased are registered with
UK Transplant and all Transplants which take place are
reported to UK Transplant who record and monitor the
use of all procured organs and tissue.
UK population is approximately 60 million.
Number of Deceased Donors 1st April 2006 -31st March 2007
is 792 this includes approx. 125 Non Heart Beating Donors.
Number of Live Donors 1st April 2006 -31st March 2007 is
680 this includes both live kidney and live liver donations.
Number of Corneal Donors 1st April 2006 -31st March
2007 is 1867.
Number of Transplants performed 1st April 2006 -31st

March 2007 is 3064.
The full breakdown is included at the end of this docu-
ment.

Deceased Donors At present in the UK Procurement of
Organs from deceased donors is managed by 20 regional
teams comprising 2-8 donor transplant co-ordinators.
Most regions in the UK have established Maastricht cate-
gory 3 Controlled Non Heart Beating programmes to run
alongside the well established and successful Heartbeat-
ing Programmes. All regions complete a Potential Donor
Audit by auditing all deaths occurring in the ICU and as-
sessing the potential for those patients to donate organs.
Through this audit we are able to accurately monitor
missed and fulfilled potential donors.

Live donors are managed by specific Live Donor Co-or-
dinators who are separate from the Deceased donor

teams. The UK currently carries out live donor trans-
plants of kidneys, livers and lungs lobes.

Tissue donation is managed collaboratively between the
Donor Transplant Co-ordinators and the National
Blood Service. We are currently retrieving and trans-
planting skin, bone, cartilage, corneas, tendons, heart
valves and blood vessels.
